1.  Read the qualifications for admission to the written Fundamentals of Engineering Examination (MN 
 Rule 1800.2500, Subp. 2) on the Board’s website, www.aelslagid.state.mn.us (also included in this 
 FE exam application packet). 
 
2. Complete the Application for Admission to the FE Examination in this application packet.  Read 
 the instructions carefully and submit the application with the required application fee of $25.00 
 (made payable to the MN Board of AELSLAGID). DO NOT SEND CASH!  Include the required 
 transcript(s): 
 


 If you are currently enrolled in an engineering degree program, submit an unofficial 
transcript with the application.  NOTE: Student audit reports, student progress reports, 
grade sheets and student course listings are not acceptable.  Transcripts MUST show: 
student name, name of school and total credits.  You must have a minimum of 135-quarter credits 
or 90 semester credits (senior status) at the time of application.  If you have transferred from 
another school, send those transcripts as well, so all credits may be verified, even if the transfer 
credits show on your transcript for your current school. 


 
 If you have graduated, submit a final, official transcript in a sealed envelope from your 


graduating college/university.  Send BOTH undergraduate and graduate transcripts, if applicable. 
The transcript(s) may be mailed directly to the Board office by your university – or – you may 
send it along with your application IN A SEALED ENVELOPE.  DO NOT OPEN. 


 
 FOREIGN EDUCATED APPLICANTS:  The Minnesota Board requires all applicants who have 


foreign degrees only, earned outside the United States and Canada, to obtain an education 
evaluation of their undergraduate degree transcript.  Please refer to the Memorandum in this 
application packet regarding transcript evaluation requirements and evaluation services. 


 
3. If you were previously approved to take the FE exam, but did not pass or did not take the exam, you 
 must reapply to the Minnesota Board with a new exam application and application fee.  Applications 
 and application fees do not carry over to future exams.  An updated transcript is required if 
 you have not graduated since your last application.  A final, official transcript (see above) is 
 required if you have graduated since your last application. 
 
4. Once your application, fee, required transcript(s), and transcript evaluation (if applicable) are 
 received in the Board office and reviewed, a letter will be sent informing you of approval or denial for 
 admission to the exam. 
 
5. If your application is approved, you will be instructed in the letter to register online with the exam 
 administrator, NCEES Exam Administration Services.  It is your responsibility  to register with NCEES 
 Exam Administration Services after receiving Board approval.  DO NOT REGISTER WITH NCEES 
 BEFORE RECEIVING BOARD APPROVAL OR YOU WILL NOT BE  ADMITTED TO THE EXAM 
 AND MAY FORFEIT YOUR EXAM REGISTRATION FEE.

NCEES announces change to organization of FE exam specifications  


NCEES Director of Exam Services Tim Miller, P.E., explained that this reorganization is intended to improve 
the usefulness of reports on candidate performance. Following each exam administration, diagnostic reports 
are sent to unsuccessful examinees to help them identify which areas of knowledge they may want to improve 
before retaking the exam. Universities also receive reports on their students’ performance, which can be used 
as an assessment tool for their engineering programs.  


Currently, statics and dynamics topics are listed together under the heading Engineering Mechanics. Beginning 
with the April 2009 exam, topics related to statics and dynamics will be divided into two distinct groups under 
that heading. Topics have been reordered in the new groups, and friction is listed as a topic in both groups.  


The National Council of Examiners for Engineering and Surveying (NCEES) is introducing a change to the 
organization of its specifications for the Fundamentals of Engineering (FE) exam.  


“With this change, someone using these reports will be able to see, at a glance, details of performance on 
statics and performance on dynamics, which should make it easier to assess strengths and weaknesses in those 
areas,” Miller said.  


Miller emphasized that the FE exam itself is unaffected by this change. “The number and type of questions on 
the exam aren’t changing, and the exam topics aren’t changing,” he explained. “We are simply reorganizing 
this section of the specifications to make the diagnostic reports clearer and more informative for users.”

A BRIEF SUMMARY OF YOUR RIGHTS UNDER THE 
AMERICANS WITH DISABILITIES ACT 


 
INTRODUCTION 
 
The Americans with Disabilities Act ("ADA") covers "public entities."  The Board is a "public entity" covered by 
the ADA.  The Board may not refuse to allow a person with a disability to take the examination simply 
because the person has a disability.  It must permit persons with disabilities to take the examination in an 
integrated setting unless separate or different measures are necessary to ensure equal opportunity.  It must 
eliminate unnecessary eligibility standards or rules that deny individuals with disabilities an equal opportunity 
to take the examination. 
 
WHO IS COVERED? 
 
The ADA provides comprehensive civil rights protection for "qualified individuals with disabilities."  An 
"individual with a disability" is a person who: 1) has a physical or mental impairment that substantially limits a 
"major life activity," 2) has a record of such an impairment, or 3) is regarded as having such an impairment.  
"Major life activities" include functions such as caring for oneself, performing manual tasks, walking, seeing, 
hearing, speaking, breathing, learning, and working.  Individuals who currently engage in the illegal use of 
drugs are not protected by the ADA when an action is taken on the basis of their current illegal use of drugs. 
 
A "qualified" individual with a disability is one who meets the essential eligibility requirements for the 
examination.  The Board is not required to take any action that would result in a fundamental alteration in the 
nature of the examination or an undue financial and administrative burden.  However, the Board must take 
any other action, if available, that would not result in a fundamentals alteration or undue burdens but would 
ensure that individuals with disabilities receive the benefits or services. 
 
WHAT IS REQUIRED?  
 
The Board is required to make reasonable modifications in any policies, practices, and procedures that deny 
equal access to individuals with disabilities, unless a fundamental alteration in the examination would result.  
To do so, it must furnish auxiliary aids and services when necessary to ensure effective communication, 
unless an undue burden or fundamental alteration would result.  The Board may not place special charges on 
individuals with disabilities to cover the costs of measures necessary to ensure nondiscriminatory treatment, 
such as making modifications required to provide program accessibility or providing qualified interpreters.  
Finally, it must operate the examination so that, when viewed in its entirety, it is readily accessible to and 
usable by individuals with disabilities. 
 
Integration of individuals with disabilities into the mainstream of society is fundamental to the purposes of the 
ADA.  The Board may not provide the examination to individuals with disabilities through programs that are 
separate or different, unless the separate programs are necessary to ensure that the benefits and services 
are equally effective.  Even when separate programs are permitted, an individual with a disability still has the 
right to choose to participate in the regular program.  The Board cannot require an individual with a disability 
to accept a special accommodation or benefit if the individual chooses not to accept it.

TO: Applicants to the Fundamentals of Engineering (FE) Examination, and 
 Applicants to the Principles and Practices of Engineering (PE) Examination, and 
 Applicants for PE Licensure by Comity or Examination 


SUBJECT: FOREIGN and DOMESTIC Engineering Education Evaluation Guidelines 


All applicants who have been educated outside the United States and Canada** must have their 
education transcripts evaluated.  The education shall be accepted only if it is determined to be 
equivalent to the content of the Engineering Accreditation Commission (EAC)/ABET-accredited 
curriculum required for a Bachelor of Science degree in engineering.   
 
A SUBJECT ANALYSIS EVALUATION IS REQUIRED in order to determine if the degree meets 
minimum requirements of engineering science (32 semester or 48 quarter) and engineering design (16 
semester or 24 quarter) credits. THE ORIGINAL EVALUATION REPORT MUST BE SENT 
DIRECTLY FROM THE EVALUATION SERVICE TO THE MINNESOTA BOARD OFFICE 
EITHER BY U.S. MAIL OR ELECTRONICALLY.  NO COPIES WILL BE ACCEPTED. 
 
**Licensed engineers educated in Canada will not be required to have their transcripts evaluated if 
their graduating college/university is recognized under the Washington Accord.  The Washington 
Accord is a mutual recognition agreement formed between ABET and the Canadian Engineering 
Accreditation Board of the Council of Professional Engineers.  
 
Applicants who have been educated in the United States, but their degree program is not accredited 
by EAC/ABET, must have their degree evaluated in order to determine if their degree program 
meets MN Rules for engineering science and engineering design credits.  The same guidelines apply 
as stated above.

NCEES announces 2010 approved calculator list 


NCEES has approved the following list of calculators for use in the April and October 
2010 exam administrations:  


Casio:  All fx-115 models. Any Casio calculator must contain 
fx-115 in its model name.  


Hewlett-Packard:  The HP 33s and HP 35s models, but no others  


Texas Instruments:  All TI-30X and TI-36X models. Any Texas 
Instruments calculator must contain either TI-30X or TI-36X in its model 
name.  


Calculators not included within the above descriptions are not permitted in the exam 
room.  


“This is our third year with this list,” said Tim Miller, P.E., director of exam services at 
NCEES. “Examinees, proctors, and state licensing boards have been happy with it, and 
NCEES felt that it continued to protect exam integrity while offering some flexibility.”  


Candidates possessing unapproved calculators during the administration of an exam are 
subject to dismissal from the exam site. Examples of specific calculator models from the 
approved list and other exam-related information are available at www.ncees.org.
